Isolate for the first 5 days
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By Day 5, have the student's
symptoms improved AND have they
been fever-free for 24 hours without

fever-reducing medication?
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Stay in isolation Take an
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extracurricular activities.

If no known COVID-19 exposures but students or staff have symptoms, they

are advised to stay home until all these criteria are met:

1.At least 24 hours have passed since fever-free without using fever-reducing
medication AND

2.0ther symptoms have improved AND

3.They have a negative COVID-19 test OR a healthcare provider note with an
alternate diagnosis OR at least 10 days have passed since symptoms started

If the student or staff member tests positive, follow isolation recommendations
